Applicants for Fellow MUST have been a Member of the PSA for at least 18 months.

Applicants for Fellow must have delivered paid speeches, presentations or talks in the 24
months prior to application which have earned them no less than £50,000. Evidence must be
provided that payment was made for these speeches. We accept invoices, bank payment
counterfoils, copies of cheques and other documentary evidence that proves you were paid.

Applicants for Fellow must demonstrate competency in the following eight areas:

Professional Awareness

Topic Development

Presenting and Performing

PR, Sales and Marketing

Professional Relationships

Platform Mechanics

Authorship and Product Development
Managing the Business

The answers you give on this application form will help us determine whether or not you have
achieved the required levels of competency. Details of the competencies are on Page 2.

Applicants for Fellow must be sponsored by TWO existing Fellows of the Professional Speakers
Association, at least one of whom must have seen you speak in public. Members, Candidates
and Affiliates cannot sponsor Member applications.

Applicants for Fellow must agree to abide by the Code of Professional Ethics of the Professional
Speakers Association. The Code of Professional Ethics is shown on Page 3.

Fellows must re-apply every TWO years to retain their Fellow status; otherwise they will
continue only as a Member if they are still working in the speaking profession.

APPLICATION PROCESS

Once you submit your application it will be checked by the PSA Secretariat to ensure all sections have
been completed properly. The form will then be submitted to the PSA Membership Committee who will
review your application and make a recommendation to the Board of the PSA as to whether or not you
should be accepted. This process can take up to eight weeks. The Board will then solicit the views of all
Fellows of the PSA as to your suitability for Fellowship. If your application for Fellow is not successful,
you will be given specific information as to what you could do to improve your application for the
future.

THE COMPETENCIES FOR FELLOW STATUS

Professional Awareness

Mastering this competency provides an in-depth understanding of the Professional Speakers
Association, related professional associations and sources of information.

Professional Relationships
This relates to the knowledge and skills needed to communicate with meeting planners, agents,
bureaux, professionals serving speakers and the media.

Topic Development
This is the "creative" competency. It means knowing the best topics for you and tailoring topics to
specific audiences.

Platform Mechanics
This "staging" competency includes room, stage and equipment set-up, as well as speaker
introductions.

Presenting and Performing
This is the "communication" competency, which includes mastering the craft of presenting and
performing.

Authorship and Product Development
Developing the skill to convert messages of the speech into marketable products.

PR, Sales and Marketing
This business development competency results in comprehensive sales and marketing strategies for
speaking engagements and products.

Managing the Business
Mastering this competency will help speakers manage the business side of their speaking activities.

e maintain and respect the business or personal affairs of clients, agents and other speakers;

e protect the public against fraud or unfair practices and attempt to eliminate from the speaking
profession all discreditable practices;

e not be a party to any agreement that unfairly limits or restrains access to the marketplace;

e accurately represent qualifications and experience in both oral and written communications.
